The water in our taps comes from the river and  aquifers  (underground

water storage that feeds our rivers).

The average person in England uses 141 litres of water per day, our aim is

to reduce that to 100 litres of water per day.

Our rivers are suffering with low flows, meaning they 

don't have enough water. This is damaging for the habitat, 

wildlife, and us.
